Let your child’s teachers know how much you appreciate all
their hard work. Teacher appreciation Day is May 5th
 Summer Water Play Fun –Children will need to have a bathing suit,
water shoes, and a towel for selected water play days.

Before and After school is filling up . Please bring your
paperwork in ASAP
All Summer camp payments must be made by June 1 st. 
All children must have an updated health report every 6
months until they reach 2 years of age. After age 2, health
reports are required yearly until age 6, and then every 2
years after that. If a health report is not up to date, we have
the right to suspend attendance until one is provided, per
state regulations.
