A few reminders:

At 6 months we would like to
introduce them to a sippy cup and let
them have it when they are eating
their lunch.We will put water in it till
they transition from a bottle to a cup.

They are also down to 1
nap a day and are on a cot.

Happy Father’s Day!

With the warmer weather here, your child needs to have appropriate clothing in
their lockers/cubbies. Please make sure there are at least 2 complete changes of
clothes including socks for your child. Every item MUST be LABELED with
child’s name.

THURSDAY HOT LUNCHES - Remember to send in a drink!

Important safety issues:

® ALL children must wear totally closed sneakers every day! No sandals,
flip flops, crocs, mountain shoes, etc. are allowed. Woodchips can get into
the opening of these shoes which causes safety concerns.

® Children wearing dresses or skirts MUST wear shorts underneath.

® SUNSCREEN must be applied daily to your child before they come
in. We will reapply sunscreen for the afternoon.

¢ Please make sure you are taking your child to the appropriate
bathroom. With summer camp beginning and more children
in the building, we ask that men do not enter the women’s
restroom and women do not enter the men’s restroom. If you
need to assist your child, please use the single bathrooms
located outside of the baby room. Thank you for your
cooperation and understanding.

® Please be extra careful in the parking lot with all the new summer
campers starting.
